Science Laboratory 
General Rules

1. Conduct yourself in a responsible manner at all times in the lab.

2. Follow all written and verbal instructions carefully.  If you do not understand a direction or part of a procedure, you need to ask the teacher before proceeding.

3. When first entering the science lab, do not touch any equipment, chemicals or any materials in the lab area until instructed to do so.

4. Do NOT eat food, drink beverages, or chew gum in the lab.  

5. Never fool around in the lab.  Horseplay, practical jokes and pranks are dangerous and prohibited.
6. Observe good housekeeping practices.  Work areas should be kept clean and tidy at all times.  

7. Keep isles clear.  Book bags should be placed underneath the lab tables.  Chairs should be pushed in when not in use.

8. Be alert and proceed with caution at all times in the lab.  Notify the instructor of any unsafe condition.

9. Keep your hands away from your face, eyes, mouth and body while using chemicals or preserved specimens.

10. Experiments must be personally monitored at all times.  You will be assigned a lab station at which to work.   Do not wander around the room, distract other students or interfere with the lab experiments of others.

Clothing

1. Any time chemicals, heat, or glassware are used, students will wear lab goggles.  There are no exceptions to this rule.  Goggles will be used properly.  Aprons are provided to protect clothing.
2. Dress properly during the lab.  Long hair, dangling jewelry and loose clothing must be secured.

Accidents and Injuries

1. Report any accident (spills, breakage, etc.) or injury (cut, burn, etc) to the teacher immediately.
2. If a chemical splashes in your eye or on your skin, immediately flush with water at the eyewash station.  Notify the instructor immediately.  

Handling Chemicals

1. All chemicals in the lab are to be considered dangerous.  Do not touch, taste or smell any chemicals unless you are instructed to do so.  The proper technique for smelling chemicals will be demonstrated to you.

2. Never dispose of any chemical unless instructed to do so.

Handling Glassware and Equipment

1. Never handle broken glass.  Inform the teacher of the incident.  The teacher is responsible for cleaning up the broken glass and disposing it in the designated glass disposal container.

2. When removing an electrical plug from its socket, grasp the plug, not the electrical cord.  Hands must be completely dry before touching an electrical switch, plug or outlet.

3. Do not immerse hot glassware into cold water.  It may shatter.

4. When using test tubes, never point the open end of a test tube at yourself or anyone else. 

With the cooperation of the instructor, parents, and students, a safety instruction program can eliminate, prevent, and correct possible hazards.  No student will be permitted to perform lab activities unless this contract is signed by both student and parent.  Students must be aware that if the safety rules are not followed, the student will not be permitted in the lab and will be excused to an alternate learning site until the science lab activity is complete.
